ITEM 1 – 07/01926/COU 
 
Land at OS 7920 Adjacent to Swiss Cottage, Sambourne Road, Minety, 
Wiltshire 
 
Agent 
 
“ The recommendation for refusal is wholly out of kilter with national policy and 
post Circular 01/06 appeal decisions.  We will appeal any refusal and costs will 
be sought. 
 
There is no justification for any enforcement action and therefore this will also 
be appealed and costs sought. 
 
I strongly advise you to seek external legal advice on your prospects of 
defending a refusal of this application at appeal and resisting a costs 
application.  Failure to seek such advice could be an issue for the Audit 
Commission if costs are subsequently awarded against your council.”

As highlighted in the agenda report at page 25 (Central Government Guidance) 
the Circular 01/06 does state that Authorities should give consideration to the 
granting of temporary permission. 
 
Whilst the history relating to this site, including the appeal decision, pre-dates 
the advice in Circular 01/06, the issues are still relevant and particularly the 
views of the Secretary of State. 
 
As the principle of the development is therefore unacceptable, as supported by 
the Secretary of State, it is considered that to refuse the application and extend 
the period for compliance with an enforcement notice, would be tantamount to 
the grant of temporary planning permission, as advocated by the Circular.

ITEM 4 – 07/00367/CAC and 07/02380/FUL 
 
29A Marshfield Road, Chippenham 
 
Delete 2nd paragraph page 167. 
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The submitted plans have been amended further. The middle section of the 
development which was previously been considered to be too high has been further 
reduced in height. 
Amended plans received 06/02/P5D and 06/02/SK100A 
 
The mass and bulk of the building is now considered acceptable and the scheme is 
one that is considered to preserve the character and appearance of the Chippenham 
Conservation area in terms of its relationship to adjacent buildings and its 
contribution to the street scene. The scheme is well designed and it is seen to 
enhance the appearance of the Conservation Area. 
 
However there are some details in respect of the scheme which will need to be the 
subject of conditions. 
Materials. 
Fenestration detailing. 
 
2 further letters received – objection on the following grounds: 
 
1. Details in respect of the demolition works required 
2. Impact on adjacent land stability and vegetation. 
3. Although the height has been reduced it is still considered neighbours may 

suffer a loss of privacy and light. 
4. Lack of adequate parking 
5. No amenity space 
6. Over development of the site 
7. Materials not indicated 
8. Permitted development rights in respect of future alterations should be 

removed.  
 
In response to these issues the Development Control manager comments: 
 
1- Plan no. 06/02/P2a indicates the extent of site to be demolished however a 

plan clarifying the exact sections of wall is to be submitted prior to the 
committee date. 

2- Advice re third party interests has been added and also the landscaping 
condition requires privacy protection details. 

3 to 6- These issues are covered in the report. 
7-  A condition in respect of materials has been recommended. (Condition 3) 
 8- Permitted development rights have been restricted. (Condition 4) 
 
Comments have been received from County Highways 
 
Condition no. 8 should be omitted and the following conditions added: 
 
8.  The area allocated for parking on the submitted plan(drawing 06/02/P3B) 
shall be kept clear of obstruction and shall not be used other than for the 
parking and turning of vehicles in connection with the development hereby 
permitted. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of amenity and road safety. 
 
13.  The dwelling(s) hereby approved shall not be occupied until a properly 
consolidated and surfaced turning space for vehicles has been constructed to 
the satisfaction of the local planning authority within the site in accordance 
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with details which shall have been submitted to and approved by the local 
planning authority.  Such turning space shall be kept clear of obstruction at all 
times. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of highway safety. 
 
14.  Before the dwelling(s) hereby approved is first occupied, a properly 
consolidated and surfaced access (not loose stone or gravel) shall be 
constructed, details of which shall have been submitted to and approved by 
the local planning authority. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of highway safety. 
 
15.  Provision shall be made within the site for the disposal of surface water so 
as to prevent its discharge onto the highway, details of which shall have been 
submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of highway safety. 
  
In relation to the design details of the scheme it is considered necessary for 
the following additional condition to be added: 
 
16-  Prior to the commencement of the development hereby permitted, details 
of all new external joinery shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by, 
the local planning authority.  These details shall include eaves and verge 
details, depth of reveal, materials and full drawings including both horizontal 
and vertical sections, to a scale of not less than 1:10.  The development/works 
shall be completed in accordance with the approved details and at no time 
shall the approved joinery be altered without the prior written approval of the 
local planning authority. 
 
Reason:  To enable the local planning authority to be satisfied with the 
completed appearance of the development.

 middle section height 
Obscure glazing to some windows and raised screens to terrace 
Stability of walls retained during construction

Final amendments to drawings indicate raised screens to terraced area on both 
sides.  
Condition no. 12 text to read..’ first floor bedroom’. 
 
Additional informative. 
 
The applicant’s attention is drawn to the site levels of adjacent properties and 
the implications that this may have on the proposed demolition on the site. 
 
The agent has submitted a suggested pallet of materials to be used for this 
scheme.  
Coloured render/cedar cladding/ stone cills. Slate for the roof. In principle the 
materials are considered to be acceptable although a condition has been 
attached to ensure that the materials used are appropriate for this 
Conservation Area Location. 
  
The submitted drawings now indicate that the middle section of the building is 
8.8m high. This height is considered acceptable for this location in relation to 
the design of the scheme and the surrounding context.

Following additional conditions to be inserted: 
 
5. Prior to the commencement of the works for which consent is hereby granted, 
details of all new external joinery shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by, 
the local planning authority in respect of plots 12-21 (inclusive).  These details shall 
include depth of reveal, materials and full drawings including both horizontal and 
vertical sections, to a scale of not less than 1:5 elevations/1:2 section. At no time 
shall the approved joinery be altered without the prior written approval of the local 
planning authority. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of the listed building. 
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.  
6. Prior to the commencement of the works for which this consent is hereby granted, 
samples of roofing materials to be used externally in respect of Plots 12-21 
(inclusive) shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning 
authority.  The works shall be carried out in the roofing materials approved. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of the listed building. 
 
7. Prior to the commencement of the works for which consent is hereby granted, 
samples of external wall materials to be used in respect of Plots 12-21 (inclusive) 
shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority.  The 
works shall be carried out in the external wall materials approved. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of the listed building. 
 
8. Prior to the commencement of the works the subject of this consent a sample 
panel of the brickwork (in respect of Plots 12-21 inclusive) shall be made available on 
site to be inspected and approved in writing by the local planning authority.  The 
works shall not commence until such approval has been given in writing.  The 
external brickwork shall be in accordance with the approved plans and shall match 
the approved sample in respect of type, colour, size, facebond, jointing, pointing and 
mortar mix. 
 
Reason:  In the interests of the listed building.

31 Church Street, Calne 
 
Following further discussions with Environmental Health it appears that there is no 
knowledge as to whether the Environmental Health requirements can be met using 
the flue proposed.  It is considered necessary, therefore, that this should be 
demonstrated by the applicant before permission is granted rather than by condition. 
 
Changed recommendation  
 
DEFER to request additional information on odour and noise control measures. 
 
A further letter of objection has been received raising the following points: 

·  Questioning use of the noise rating curve in this location 
·  no plans of extract flue unit are available. 
·  No provision for the actual extract unit (other than the flue) is shown. 
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·  Little mention in report of proximity to 3 nearby installations and the 
cumulative impact.
