Re: Licensing Application by Nearby Stores Ltd at Katherine Park.

We write in respect to the above application to ‘grant a premises licence for the sale of alcohoi te be consumed
off the premises from 06:00 to midnight, and for the sale of late night refreshments between 23:00 and midnight
of each day’.

Katherine Park was designed and built as a residential area. The majority of the residents are family’s,
predominantly with babies and young children. We believe granting a license to sell akcohol in a local
‘convenience store’ in the heart of this residential area, will only create disturbance and nuisance for the
residents and authorities.

The surrounding conurbations of Corsham Town and Box have a Sainsburys in Chippenham, Sommerfield in
Corsham and Co-Op in Box. None of these large retailers operate these hours, even with the benefit of not
being surrounded by housing. What need does the Katherine Park estate have for such extended hours?

We are concamned about the granting of such a license under the four licensing objectives as follows:

« The protection of chiidren from harm.
A residential area where children play and ride bycicles in the sireets is not a suitable location for an

astablishiment that will attract more than just local residents, especially with such wide ranging opening
and licensing times.

With potential opening hours from 6 am until midnight chiidren will suffer disturbance and sleep
deprivation.

+ The prevention of erime and disorder.
The demand for aicohol from any of the residents at the hours applied for will be very fimited. Demand

will be from non-residents and their presence will automatically raise concemns for ail of us in the
neighbourhood.

+« Public safety.

As the only establishment within the area with such a licence, a large number of persons will be
attracted to the premises. The surrounding streets are not suitable for heavy usage and certainly such
activities are not fitting for a residentiai area.

o The prevention of public nuisance.,

To place an establishment that will be dispensing late night refreshments and alcohol in the heart of
residential area can only lead to public nuisance. The streets in the vicinity are namow and with
extremely limited off-street parking. Noise will be unavoidable and a great disturbance to ali of us living
on a residential estate with only two access roads.

An establishment with this form of licence and the late opening hours can only aftract the undesirable youth
element, driving fast, noisy cars, with little to no regard for residents safety, peace and well being.

We would aiso like to point out the almost clandestine manner in which notice of this application has been
advertised. An A4 letter has been posted in the windows of the building, which is still being constructed.

An establishment that shouid be looking to be the heart of this residential area should have sought the resident’s
approval and even their requirements.
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OBJECTIVES 2. TO PREVENT PUBLIC N UISANCE

While I have no objections for the premises licence being issued I do have concerns
with regards the hours of business.

As a resident living in the immediate vicinity of the premises my concerns are the
increased traffic and noise pollution which will oceur ] very late at night,
